Summer — BUSLW5203 (online)

1. Option #1 requires 2 'z years to complete.
Option #2 requires 1 2 years to complete.
Option #3 requires 1 year to complete and special permission to enroll in 15 hours.
Failure to earn a C or better in a class may result in delayed graduation.
