> Degree Options

Human Services Counseling

The primary objective of the Human Services
degree is to prepare students for entry-level
human services positions in a variety of
government, civic and private community-based
agencies and organizations, and also to prepare
them for graduate school if they choose pursue
licensure as a mental health professional. The
Human Services curriculum provides the
knowledge and skills needed for prevention and
problem solving with both individuals and

groups.

Criminal Justice

The Criminal Justice degree will prepare students
for entry-level professional jobs in the criminal
justice system. The curriculum provides a core
program of basic courses applicable to all
criminal justice fields and specialized courses
intended to prepare the student for the
professional demands of law enforcement.
Students gain practical experience through
completion of an internship or for those seeking
CLEET certification for the Collegiate Officer
Program.

Social Work

The primary objective of the Social Work education
program is to prepare competent and effective
social work professionals, who are prepared

for immediate entry into direct human service
professional positions. Students graduating with a
BSW are prepared for employment in many public
and private work settings: health care — including
hospitals, home health and hospice; child welfare;
mental health; and social services programs.
